Installing Advantech GeniDAQ for WinCE

System Requirements for Host PC

   OS: Microsoft Windows 98/95, Windows NT 4.0 (SP4 above)

   RAM: 64 MB memroy (minimum)

   Disk Space: 20 MB (minimum)

   CPU: Pentium 200 MHz or higher

   Display: VGA resolution or higher

   Microsoft-compatible mouse
System Requirements for HMI-640S

   OS: Microsoft Windows CE Version 2.12

Installation for Host PC

1. Insert the Advantech GeniDAQ CD into Host PC's CD-ROM drive

2. Run the Advantech GeniDAQ 4.0 installation program at

D:\GeniDAQ\Disk1\Setup.exe

Where D is the drive letter of your CD-ROM drive

3. Copy all files under D:\GeniDAQ.410 directory to the GeniDAQ 4.0 installed path, the default path is C:\Program Files\Advantech\GeniDAQ to overwrite the original files.

Installation for HMI-640

1. Power on HMI-640

2. Download the GeniDAQ Windows CE Runtime into HMI-640

Method 1: Download the program through floppy disk

Copy all files under the D:\GeniDAQCE.Runtime directory on the Host PC to floppy disks, then copy them into \Harddisk\GeniDAQCE directory on HMI-640

Method 2: Download the program through Network server

Copy all files under D:\GeniDAQCE.Runtime directory on the Host PC to the network server, then copy them into \Harddisk\GeniDAQCE directory on HMI-640 by following the steps below:

a. Click Start->Programs->Command Prompt menu

b. Issue the command
[\] Net View Server_name
It generates Logon to Network Server Dialog box, then inputs the user name, password and domain for login the server

c. It shows the directory on the server. Then issue the command
[\] Copy \\Server_Name\…\download files
to \Harddisk\GeniDAQCE directory on HMI-640S. After copying all download files, close Command Prompt.

Running Advantech GeniDAQ for WinCE

1. Build your application with Advantech GeniDAQ 4.10 Builder on Host PC

2. Download your application (*.GNI) to HMI-640 by following the download procedure as above

3. Launch \Harddisk\GeniDAQCE\AdsDeviceInstall.exe under My Computer icon to configure and install devices. The Alpha version supports Demo Board only. 

4. After installing a device, you have to save the configuration to System Registry for next run by clicking

Start->Run menu and type in "regsave" to save it.

5. Launch \Harddisk\GeniDAQCE\GeniDAQCE.exe program under My Computer icon to start the Advantech GeniDAQ Runtime for WinCE.
